The lynx will be 
leaping. Water pails to fill, hay to deliver, breakfast bowls to serve. Back to Kangaroo 
Kamp Klubhouse to warm up and have a snack. Then back at it. Once we are done 
outdoors we’ll head back to Kamp for a lunch break. Then time to load up again and off 
to the Header House where the lemurs and kinkajous have been patiently waiting for 
their food. After our afternoon snacks part of the group will head out to tend to the 
Kangaroo’s while the others head over to tend to the animals in the nursery. Once all 
are fed and watered we’ll meet back at Kamp to do a craft and talk about all that we 
have learned (time permitting). 

Please ensure that your child brings a pair of indoor shoes to wear in Kamp. Also 
ensure that they have suitable outdoor clothing for the weather (i.e. hats, mitts, boots, 
warm coats, rain wear), whatever they will require for that day as a good portion of our 
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day is spent out in the fresh air and hopefully with sunshine. Zookeeping is hard work so 
make sure and pack a hearty lunch, as well as lots of snacks and water or juice.
